Peter Smith, The Clarke 
Gang, 2015,  not the Empire 
or the NSWPG, suspects 
Tommy and Bill Berriman, 
stating that this is the start of 
their armed robbery.

Michael Farrell, Tommy’s cousin, was the mail boy. Offenders 
were masked. Within the week following Isaac Bowman and 
his son were arrested. Their trial was in March 1865 and 
Isaac was given 10 years hard labour and his son Jonathan, 2 
years at Darlinghurst. Kiama Independent and Shoalhaven 
Advertiser, 29 March 1864.

9 Feb. 1864 Orridge arrives in Braidwood. Police Diary

22 Mar. 1864 Constable Blanchard arrives - Police Diary. Becomes police informer when he resigns.

23 May 1864 Tom Connell early release from Berrima Gaol.

29 Jun. 1864 Constable Blanchard resigns and gave up his horse and kit. On 30.6.64 he secured his discharge. Police Diary

The  horse 
was not stolen,  it  was in the 
police paddock. Dismissed.

William (Bill) Berriman
and one other.
 

NSWPG,  7  Dec.1864  p388.  Bill 
was  arrested  in  September  1866 
in  northern  NSW  and  brought 
back  to  Braidwood  to  face  this 
robbery.  He  was  eventually 
released on his own recognizance.

**Late Dec. 1864 Bill left Braidwood and began work on the Wollumbi. He  married Mary Whalan on 28 Feb.1865 at the Catholic Chapel, St 
Josephs,  Macdonald River. In April they moved to northern NSW, where he worked for Macleay Taylor for 17 months, until  
arrested by Walgett Police on 9 Sept.1866 for the Cooma Mail Robbery. He was brought back to Braidwood but did not face 
charges.

 **13 Mar. 1865 3.6. Araluen Gold Escort Ben Hall's gang. Tommy 
was initially suspected of 
being the fourth 
unidentified man. 

Tommy  was  not the  fourth 
man.  Daniel  Ryan  was 
charged with being the fourth 
man,  but  his  case  was 
dismissed  due  to  a  proven 
alibi. NSWPG 17 May 1865.

NSWPG 15  Mar.1865  p95  says 
supposed to be John Gilbert, Ben 
Hall,  John  Dunn  &  Thomas 
Clarke.  Offenders  allegedly  stole 
4 horses on the 12 Mar.1866 from 
Paul Burke, Jinglemoney. 

1.12 **5 Jan. 1865 12. Receiving from Cooma - 
Queanbeyan Mail robbery on 
5 Jan. 1865.

Johnny & James Clarke Johnny dismissed, James 
given three years gaol for 
receiving, 7 March 1865.

**13 Jul. 1865 Tommy  gave  himself  up  to 
Orridge,  for  illegal  riding  of 
Natthey’s  horse  and  for 
robbing the three Chinamen. 
(see next row)

He was bailed and warrants on both counts, 1.12 and 2.4 were 
revoked.
 

2.3 ** 13 Jul. 1865 3.  Attempted  robbery  of 
three Chinamen, Ah Fat, Ah 
Sam and Ah Ling,  at Major’s 
Creek.(1.18) NSWPG, 30 Nov. 
1864.

Tommy and Bill 
Berriman.

Warrants out for Tommy and Bill. Tommy never faced these 
charges. He was bailed, at the time, then after his capture, he 
escaped gaol before being tried at court.  From statements given 
to police the case against Tommy for this robbery  is doubtful. 
Thomas Berry was seen fleeing the scene of the robbery. See 
discussion in book Chapter 5.

2.4 ** 19 Jul.1865 4.  Arrest  for  robbery  of 
Turban's (Thurban’s) dray on 
20 Jun 1865 at Simon Corey's 
place.

Tommy. Never faced these charges. Tommy was arrested but he escaped 
gaol before he could be tried. The description of the robbers did 
not match Tommy. NSWPG 28 Jun.1865. 28 Jun. 1865.  QA&GA. 
27 Jul.1865. 
See discussion in the book.

**3 Oct.1865 Escaped Gaol Tommy. Goulburn  Herald  &  Chronicle.  
(GH&C) 1 Jun.1867.  Reward £50 
Queanbeyan  Age  &  General  
Advertiser 12 Oct.1865

** 14 Oct. 1865 3.7. Murder of Ah Fow. Tommy mistakenly 
suspected by certain 
newspapers and authors. 

Later Mar Kee was charged with this murder, found not guilty. 
Then  five  Chinese  were  charged,  but  they  were  discharged. 
Murder  unsolved. It was thought to be due to arguments amongst 
the Chinese. Peter Smith claims, p221, that Tommy was charged 
with  this  murder.  No  warrant  issued,  therefore  he  was  not 
charged.  The  NSWPG  did  not  suspect  Tommy,  nor  did  the 
Goulburn Herald, Braidwood News or the Empire. But the SMH, 
Sydney Mail, Yass Courier and Maitland Mercury. suspected him.

27 Oct. 1865 3.8. Horse stolen from C.E. 
Dransfield, Millpond,  
Jembaicumbene.

Tommy and Bill 
Berriman

Bill had left the district mid to 
late December 1864.

Dransfield  posted  a  £10  reward. 
The  horse  was  found  in  ranges, 
near Clarke's farm in the week of 
8 Nov. 1865 (NSWPG, p391)

Mid Nov. 1865 Pat & Tommy out rode the police. They taunted the police. NSWPG 22 Nov. 1865

Nov/Dec. 1865 A new police station under Sergeant Byrne at Ballalaba was opened. Woodland & George Emmett, a black tracker, helped 
man the station. Police Diary.

13 Nov. 1865 Billy Noonang’s body found.  Freeman’s Journal 4 Aug. 1866 says he was murdered on or about 23 Oct. 1865. Inquiry into 
Billy Noonang (an Aboriginal deceased) NSWPG 22 Nov. 1865 p406. £50 reward offered leading to apprehension & conviction 
NSWPG 29 Nov. 1865 p413. Police still collecting evidence and serving subpoenas in July 1866 - Police Diary.

3.9. Two mares stolen from 
Patrick Mulligan of 
Jembaicumbene.

Tommy No warrant issued. NSWPG 22 Nov. 1865. One mare 
was seen hobbled close to Clarkes 
house, but no charges laid.

1.13 13 Dec. 1865 13. Horse stealing- Fireball 
& Deception from John 
Mellon. Pat discharged.

Pat and Tommy Pat discharged. Tommy's 
warrant revoked.
Peter Smith p 222 claims 
Tommy stole these horses. 

NSWPG 31  Jan.1866  p42.  Pat 
arrested but insufficient evidence. 
NSWPG 27 Dec.1865 p451. Peter 
Smith  appears  to  have  forgotten 
to comment on the fact that these 
charges were dropped. p. 222

**29 Dec. 1865 3.10. First Foxlow Station 
Robbery

Pat, Tom & Tommy Tommy, Pat and Tom were not 
charged when later arrested.

NSWPG  10  January  1865.  Six 
men  were  suspected,  including 
Tommy, Pat and Tom but ID 
doubtful  as  their  faces  were 
masked  and  blackened.   
Goulburn  Herald 13  Jan.  1866. 
Ben  Jermyn,  Edward  Cronan 
and  James  McCurley  were 
arrested but not enough evidence 
to convict. Both discharged. 

2.5 ** 13 Jan. 1866 5. Robbery at George 
Summers’ Store.  
Jembaicumbene.

Tommy, Berriman  & 
Kingsley  –  wore  masks 
and  had  blackened  faces, 
and a blanket.
Tommy's  warrant  would 
be revoked when the three 
Chinamen were convicted.

Warrant  for  Tommy &  Bill 
Berriman.  Kingsley  was  not 
mentioned in warrants.
(Bill  was  not  in  the  district) 
Tommy never charged.
SMH 19 May 1866 states that 
McGlone found the guilty party 
- King alias Ah Whet and Jan 
Swai.  Both  sentenced  to  7 
years hard labour. NB none of 
the reports stated the robbers 
were Chinese.

SMH, 20 Jan. 1866,  GH & C, 20 
Jan.  1866.  NSWPG,  24  Jan. 
1866.  The  GH&C says  the 
description  of  robbers  of  the 
Araluen Mail  boy  was  given by 
Rev. Johnson, and Pennycook. It 
accords  with  the  description  of 
the  two  that  robbed  Summer’s 
Store.  This  description does  not 
fit the boys.

13 Jan. 1866 3.11. Robbery of a hawker 
and an attempted robbery of 
Blatchford’s in Major’s Creek.

Tommy, Bill, & William 
Kingsley

SMH,  16 Jan.  1866.  states that 
the robbers of George Summer's 
Store,  above,  then  went  to  this 
robbery. 
NSWPG has no comment on this 
alleged robbery.

2.6 A few days later 6. Stealing Edward Smith’s 
horse.

Pat O’Connell. NSWPG 14 Feb.  1866 p54.  The 
warrant  was  taken  out  as  Pat 
had  lent  the  horse  to  Tommy. 
Edward told Pat he had to cover 
himself. 

15 Jan. 1866 3.12. Robbery of Fraser &  
Matheson on Major's Creek 
mountain. 

Tommy & Bill Berriman. Bill not in the district. NSWPG 17 Jan. 1866

** 15 Jan. 1866 3.13. Araluen to Braidwood 
Mail. GH&C 20.1.66

Supposed to be Tommy 
and Bill Berriman. 

Bill not in the district. 
Peter Smith accuses Bill and 
Tommy stating the NSWPG as 
his source. However the 
NSWPG of 17 January 1866 
does name any suspect. 

NSWPG, 17 Jan.1866, 
GH&C,  20  Jan.  1866.  NSWPG, 
24  Jan.  1866  p27.  Offenders 
were masked and wearing red & 
brown blankets  could  only  be 
ID’d  by  height.  NSWPG 17 
Jan.1866.      

24 Jan. 1866 3.14. Horse stolen at 
Bendoura from William Slade 
of Major’s Creek.

Supposed to be Tommy No  warrant.  NSWPG,  7  Feb. 
1866.

17 Jan. 1866 Reward for Tommy increased to £200. £100 for accomplices and £50 for info leading to conviction of Tommy or harbourers. 

**25 Jan. 1866 Robbery at Gundaroo.  Two 
stores, 3.15. Fraser's & 3.16. 
Affleck's. 

 Pat, Tommy and  Bill. 
Empire, 13 Feb 1866. From the description given in NSWPG 31 Jan. 1866 they can only be 
identified as Tommy and Pat based on hair colour and height. Masked.  Later guns stolen from 
this robbery were found hidden in the scrub at Gundaroo. Therefore unlikely to be the boys. 
One of the rings found on Pat when he was killed was claimed by Arthur Affleck, Gundaroo 
NSWPG 15.8.1866 p 302. This is a very long way for the police to take the ring. Affleck would 
no doubt claim it anyhow. QA&GA 1 Feb. 1866, states that the robbers in their search seemed  
quite at home, one of them especially directing the other where to look for particular articles,  
and from this circumstance it is inferred that they were not strangers.

Tommy. NSWPG 7 Feb. 1866. Dwyer’s horse seen in Tommy’s possession..

**7 Feb. 1866 3.21. Goulburn Mail  
attempted robbery

Tommy QA & GA, 15 Feb. 1866. Police had heard that Tommy was going 
to stop the Goulburn Mail and so on Wednesday morning it was 
escorted  by  two  policemen.  When  near  Towrang  a  suspicious 
looking man on a black horse was seen in the bush near the road. 
He rode off when he saw the police. It is thought that this is one 
of the parties engaged in the robbery on Thursday (8 Feb.1867). 
Tommy owned a black horse and so it must be him. This robbery 
is not mentioned in the NSWPG.

**8 Feb. 1866 3.22. Yass Mail at Mutbilly
NSWPG 14 Feb.1866 p52
Empire, 13 February 1866.

Tommy plus two others.    The NSWPG 14 February 1866,  does not  name the offenders. 
The Empire, from the Goulburn Argus named Tommy and gang. 
The description of the thieves does not match the gang. Goulburn 
Herald  & Chronicle,  14  February  1866  states  that  Thomas  & 
George Coyle and George Humphries were charged of robbing the 
Yass  Mail  on  the   8  Feb.1866.   It  was  thought  that  whoever 
robbed the Yass Mail,  also robbed Baker’s  the same night and 
Currawang mine the next night.

**9 Feb. 1866 3.23. Robbery Currawang 
Copper Mine.

Clarkes and two others. Thomas  Lawler  &  George  Cawse  appeared  in  court  for  this 
offence. They were discharged, and there were no further arrests. 
Empire, 20 February. 1866.

10 Feb. 1866 3.24. Robbery at McElroy's 
Telegraph Inn, Manar. 9pm.

 Tommy & Bill. (NSWPG 
21 Feb.1866 p61).

After this robbery two men held up some nearby campers who 
ID’d them as Tommy & Tom. A detailed description of the robbery 
in the papers, but no description of the robbers. NSWPG, 21 Feb. 
1866. Goulburn Herald & Chronicle 14 Feb. 1866. Empire 19 Feb. 
1866. Bill was not in the district.

22 Feb. 1866 Robbery at Mick O’Connell’s Mick was away form 
home. His son Cornelius 
reported the robbery at 
Ballalaba police station.

The  goods  were  found  near  the  river.  Were  they  goods  from 
Foxlow or legitimate goods for the household at the hotel?  The 
police thought the latter and appeared not to check with Foxlow.
Empire, 27 Feb. 1866.

**23 Feb. 1866 3.25.  At 8pm Tom robbed 
Edward Eaton of Crown Flat, 
Araluen:

Pat, Tom & Tommy 
Johnny,  William Bruce. 
Bill Berriman accused by 
Braidwood correspondent. 
Newcastle Chronicle and 
Hunter District News.10 
March 1866.

Warrants  only  for  Tommy, 
Tom, Pat  for robbery under 
arms  of  William  Morris, 
publican, Mudmelong  on  the 
23 Feb.  1866. NSWPG 7 March 
1866

NSWPG 18 Apr. 1866
William Bruce stood trial for this 
offence 18 months later, but not 
guilty due to lack of ID. Pat was 
killed  before  he  was  captured. 
Tommy,  Tom and Johnny were 
never charged.

Robbery, imprisoned 
police at Mudmelong. At 
10.30 pm,

Peter Smith says 
suspicion fell on the 
Clarke gang.

Freeman’s Journal, 24 Mar. 1866, says no clue as to the robbers. 
Robbery occurred during the night. No description.

** 13 Mar. 1866 3.28. Braidwood – 
Queanbeyan Mail. 6.30am at 
Boro.

Clarke, Berriman & third 
person.

NSWPG 27 Jun. 1866 - no description. QA&GA 22 Mar. 1866 says 
probably but not certain Clarke,  Berriman and a third person. 
Red blanket covering heads and reaching to their middle, holes 
cut  for  eyes.  Despite  the  lack  of  evidence  or  an  arrest,  Peter 
Smith, p 260, claims  it was the boys. This is the robbery from 
which Ellen O'Connell had bank notes.

Pat, Tommy, Robert 
Kinchela & Andrew Tyrie. 
masked Robbers at 
Bunyan & Rosebrook. Bill

NSWPG,  18 Apr.  1866.  No warrants were out as the offenders 
were  not  positively  ID'd.    The  Age,  Melbourne,  4  Apr.  1866, 
reports their faces were covered at Bunyan and Rosebrook (from 
the Monaro Mercury). 

** 22 Mar. 1866 3.30. Robbery of Rosebrook 
Station.

Pat, Tommy, Andrew 
Tyrie & Robert Kinchela. 
(suspected by the police)

The Albury Banner and Wagga Express, 9 June 1866 said there is 
a report that Sub-Inspector Stephenson with a party of police have been in the Braidwood district for the last three months  
looking for the Clarke gang.  In June they were also accompanied by Inspector Battye and his party of police. There is no  
mention of these groups of police after this. NB no future suspected robberies have a warrant attached, nor do they have  
convincing descriptions of the perpetrators.

In the chapter Prelude to the Capture we find that Bill Berriman allegedly saw Tommy on two occasions sometime betweeen 25 Jan. 1867 and 
20 Feb. 1867. Bill then reported back to Braidwood and organised to go out in a police search party for 4 weeks from 26 Feb. 1867. From 
primary sources, we learn that Tommy and Bill discussed where Bill would take the police, and Tommy would stay out of that area. The 
following offences, 3.77 - 3.85 includes the area where the search party would be looking. Thus it is highly unlikely that Tommy was responsible 
for any of these robberies, including William's of Boro and it follows that the unidentified body was not Bill Scott.

Clarkes & Scott.  NSWPG 27 Feb. 1867 says robbers were  masked. The only 
description that could be given was hair colour and height.

Summary...

There were 22 suspected robberies involving 22 warrants. Only 13 of these robberies were tested in court, involving 13 warrants. This 
resulted with three guilty verdicts, but two of these verdicts were not upheld due to a mis-trial, which meant to early release from gaol.

Nine of the 22 robberies were not tested in court and the 9 warrants attached were revoked. Two crimes other than robbery were not 
tested in court - the murder of Miles O'Grady and a warrant for aiding Pat O'Connell, those warrants were revoked for lack of evidence.

The other offences that were tested in court were two woundings, involving constable Walsh  and John Emmott.  These offences attracted 
two warrants, and resulted in three guilty verdicts. Johnny and Tommy were hanged for wounding constable Walsh. The case of wounding 

Sir Watkin Wynn was not tested in court. Tom O'Connell was found guilty for wounding John Emmott, but this was later shown to be 
incorrect and led to an early release.  

68 Suspected robberies with no warrants attached. They were not tested in court.  
And there were four suspected crimes, not involving robbery with no warrants attached and not tested in court.
